- technique and conservation of furnishing textiles 
- etc.

Some of you expressed the wish to establish a section on current research on 
textile history, technology and conservation during our biannual meetings. Thus 
everybody who wants to introduce and discuss his/her project is welcome.  
 



Those who are interested to give a paper in Antwerp either on the “textiles and 
architecture”-subject or on own research are kindly requested to contact us as soon 
as possible, preferably until the end of April 2007.  
For all those who would like to participate without giving a paper: Please, inform us 
about your participation as soon as possible too, at the latest until 31 July 2007.  
 
All participants are hereby invited to a walk through the new galleries at 
HeadquARTers showing Islamic and Central Asian textiles and related objects of art 
on Friday 5th October 2007, 18.00 h. A walking dinner will be offered at this occasion.

To get an up-to-date overview on our field of research we very much would 
appreciate, if you can inform us about your individual projects and bibliography on 
ancient textiles from Egypt and neighbouring countries of the last two years (2005-
